Make sure that the knobs are on “0”
(closed) when the appliance is not in use.

Keep from sitting and put heavy objects on
the oven door when it is open.

When in use the appliance becomes very
hot.

INSTALLATION

After removing the appliance from the pack-
aging, make sure that it is undamaged and that
the electrical lead is in perfect condition.Other-
wise, contact your dealer before putting the ap-
pliance into operation.

IMPORTANT: The gas and electricity con-
nections and any adjustments must be
made by specialised staff.

The manufacturer declines all responsibil-
ity for any type of damage caused by failure to
comply with the regulations in force or negligent
installation of the appliance.

Gas connection

The connection to the mains gas supply or
the gas cylinder must be made in accordance
with the installation norms in force.

Remember that this appliance may only be
installed and used in rooms permanently venti-
lated in accordance with the norms in force.

In other words, the rooms must have open-
ings on outside walls or suitable ducts which
allow correct natural or forced ventilation, per-
manently ensuring adequate intake of the air
necessary for proper combustion and the dis-
charge of stale air. If this is the only gas appli-
ance in the room, a hood must be placed above
it for natural, direct removal of stale air, with a
straight vertical flue of length at least twice its
diameter, with a minimum cross-section of at
least 100 cm2.

To allow the indispensable intake of fresh
air into the room, a suitable opening of at least
100 cm?2 leading directly outdoors must be pro-
vided close to floor level, so that it cannot be
obstructed from the inside or outside of the wall
and does not impede proper burner combustion
or the regular elimination of stale air; it must be
at least 180 cm below the level of the discharge
opening.

In all other cases (i.e. when there are other
gas appliances in the same room or direct
natural ventilation is not possible and indirect

natural ventilation or forced ventilation has
to be provided) call in a qualified specialist,
who will install the appliance and construct
the necessary ventilation system in strict ac-
cordance with the requirements of the norms
in force.

Pressure regulators for LPG must comply
with the norms in force.

Provide a stop tap between the gas supply
and the appliance (accessible with the appli-
ance installed).

Make the connection directly to the 1/2” el-
bow on the gas hose, using rigid connection
pipes in accordance with the norms in force,
such as copper or lead iron, or using continu-
ous-wall steel hoses.

Avoid tight bends and take care not to crush
the hose.

In addition, pipes must not apply stresses of
any kind to the appliance.

Check that the connection is airtight using
soapy water.

Warning: do not use flames to check any
gas leakages.

Electrical connection

Electric connection has to be done according
to rules and law provisions in force. Before do-
ing the connection, check the following:

(See data plate
on the appliance).

m Never use reducers, adaptors or branches for
connections.
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Connecting of feeding cable

If apparatus is not fitted with feeding cable,
use cable Mod. HOSRR-F or HO5RN-F stating
suitable section of the cable which has to be
connected to terminal. To obtain that you have
to:

m Connect the supply cable to the terminal strip
of the oven (fig. 3), keeping the earth wire 3
cm. longer
than the active conductors (live/neutral).

m Connect cable’s wires as follows:

L = (live) brown or red wire

N = (neutral) blue wire

< =(earth) yellow - green wire.

N.B. Feeding’s cable temperature should
never reach 100°C.

Connection to normal socket

Connect feeding cable a normal plug suit-
able to the load stated on data plate. When the
cooker has been built-in household check that
the plug is accesible.

Direct connection

to electric supply

If an appliance is not equipped with supply
cable and plug, the power supply must be fitted
with a disconnect switch in which the distance
between contacts permits total disconnection
in accordance with overvoltage category lll, as
required by installation regulations. The yellow/
green earth wire should not be controlled by
the switch.

Regulating the gas

Adaptation for different types of gas.

If the appliance requires a different type of gas
than the kind available (see the serial number
located near the hinge of the oven door), the
injectors must be changed, the minimum ad-
justed.

Oven burner

To change the oven injector, it is necessary
to act as follows: open the oven door, remove
the lower side A, unscrew screw B (fi.g A) and
disassemble the oven bumer C (see fig.B).
Change the injector (see fig. B) and replace it
with another one suitable for the new gas type
(see table D).

Re-assemble everything in the opposite di-
rection, paying attention to place the burner in
the right way on its rear slot.

Grill burner

To change the grill injector, it is necessary to
act as follows: open the oven door, unscrew
screw A and disassemble the grill burner C (see
fig. C). Change the injector (see fig. C) and re-
place it with another one suitable for the new
gas type (see table D).

DESCRIPTIONS OF ACCESSORIES

Minimum flow adjustment

for oven thermostat

In order to adjust the minimum, act as fol-
lows: switch the burner on turning the knob to
the maximum position.

Remove the knob and unscrew of some turns
the by-pass screw (fig. H). Assemble the knob
and let the oven warm up for 15 minutes; after
that turn the knob to the maximum position.

After having removed the knob once again,
making sure that the thermostat rod has not
been moved, screw slightly the above men-
tioned bypass screw, to obtain a flame of 3 or
4 mm of length.

For butane/propane gas, the adjusting screw
must be tight screwed. Make sure that the flame
does not extinguish passing quickly from the
maximum flow to the minimum flow, and clos-
ing and opening the oven door (the oven door
must be closed softly).

Attention: for taps with safety device, the
minimum adjusting screw “T” is on the outside
of the tap rod (fig. I).

It is important that all the operations related
to installation and regulation be carried out by
specialised staff in accordance with the norms
in force. The specific instructions are described
in the chapters for the installer. Before using the
appliance, carefully remove the special protec-
tive film that protects the stainless steel or ano-

dized aluminium items.

The oven’s thermal isolation and the grease
residue from the work produce smoke and un-
pleasant odours during the first few minutes
of use. We advise heating the empty oven to
maximum temperature for about 45 minutes at
first use.

Gas oven

The thermostats are equipped with a safety
device which prevents accidental opening.

In addition, if the flame goes out accidentally,
the safety of the gas system is assured by a
thermocouple which is tripped automatically
and cuts off the flow of gas to the burner con-
cerned.

Use of the gas oven
When using the oven for the first time, set

the temperature to its highest level and heat for
about 30 minutes with the oven door closed.
Open all windows wide to eliminate any odours
and fumes produced by internal components.

It is something normal, and in case it will oc-
cur, wait for the smoke to stop before introduc-
ing the food into the oven.

The oven is fitted with: a rod shelf for cooking
food contained in oven dishes or placed directly
on the rod shelf itself, a drip-tray for cooking
sweets, biscuits, pizzas, etc., or for collecting
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juices and fats from food cooked directly on the
rod shelf.

warnings: do not cook foods on the bot-
tom in the base of the oven.

Attention: For safety reasons and the norms
in force it is prohibited to use the gas oven
burner at the same time as the gas/electric grill.
N.B.: Always make sure that the oven door is
open before lighting the burner.

Manual ignition

of oven burner

Open the oven door and place a lighted
match close to the hole of the oven bottom
plate (fig. 4). Turn the knob anti-clockwise until
the pointer to the maximum power (fig.5), and
keep the knob pressed for about 15 seconds
to heat up the thermocouple bulb, and then re-
lease it. If the burner does not remain on, repeat
the operation.

Electrical ignition

Open the oven door. Turn the knob anti-
clockwise until the pointer to the maximum
power (fig.5). When the knob is pressed, the
electrical ignition will automatically be activated.
keep the knob pressed for about 15 seconds
to heat up the thermocouple bulb, and then re-
lease it. If the burner does not remain on, repeat
the operation.

After making sure that the burner has lit prop-
erly, gently close the oven door. To obtain the
temperature required, simply turn the pointer of
the knob to the chosen number (fig. 5).

To turn off the burner, turn the knob clockwise
to the vertical position marked by the (¢ ) symbol

(fig. 5).

WARNING: Do not operate the ignition for
more than 20 seconds. If the burner fails to
ignite, leave the oven door open for at least
1 minute before pressing the knob again.

Oven cooking

Before use, heat the oven to the desired
temperature. Upon reaching the desired tem-
perature, introduce food and check the cooking
temperature, taking care to turn it off 5 minutes
before the end of the cooking time in order to
recover the stored heat.

N.B.: Always make sure that the oven
door is open before lighting the burner.

Lighting the burner by hand

To light the grill, simply complete open the
oven door, turn the knob clockwise until the
pointer is on the[™ symbol (fig. 7) and place a
lighted match close to the grill burner (fig. 6).

The heat comes from above.

Advice for grill cooking

Almost all meat can be cooked on the grill
except for several thin, game meats and meat-
loaf. The meat and fish to be cooked on the grill
should be sprinkled with oil and placed on the
grill; the former is moved nearer or further away
from the grill element based on the thickness
of the meat in order to avoid burning it on the
outside and not cooking it enough on the inside.
Add 1 cup of water to the drip tray to avoid the

creation of smoke caused by sauce or grease
drippings.

Cooking times

Cooking times may vary based on the type
of food, its homogeneity and thickness. It is ad-
vised to watch the cooking process the first few
times and verify the results so that, when mak-
ing the same dishes under the same conditions,
similar results may be obtained.

Use of the turnspit.

The turnspit is an optional available only in
some models.

m Place the chicken or meat cut to be roasted
on the spit L, so that it is firmly held in place
by the two prongs F (fig. 7D).

m Place the spit on the support G.

m Insert the support G completely inside the
oven so that rod L goes inside hole of the
turnspit motor M .

m Position the dripping pan, with some water
inside, underneath the support G.

m Close the oven door.

m To remove the spit, carry out the inverse pro-
cedure, using the knob A and a heat-proof
oven glove.

For the functions of the turnspit turn the knob
in position El (see fig. 7E for gas oven) or, turn
the knob of the energy regulator (see fig. 7A for
oven with electric grill).

N.B.: Before doing any maintenance work,
disconnect the power supply and turn off
the gas tap of the gas cylinder or the gas
supply main.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE Clean-
ing should be carried out when the appliance
is COOL. Do not use steam cleaners to clean
the oven.

Always clean off spillage as quickly as pos-
sible to prevent burning on which will make
removal more difficult. Wash with a clean cloth
soaked in hot soapy water, rinse and dry with a
soft cloth. Do not use abrasives, caustic pastes
or sprays, coarse cleaning pads or powders.
The oven accessories (shelve, grid, oven shelf
carriers) and the oven door also, can be re-
moved for easier washing, to be done with a
mild detergent solution. The slots in the front of
the appliance for the passage of the air must
carefully kept un-obtructed for an efficient cool-
ing of the unit.

Removal of oven door
To make cleaning easier, remove the oven
door as follows:
1) open the door halfway and remove the
glass stoppers A, the profile B (as shown in
fig. 8) and the glass C, as shown in fig. 8A

2) open the oven door completely.

3) flip the hinge hooks “A” outwards (see fig.
8B).

4) shut the oven door slowly until it reaches
hooks “A”, making sure these are locked
into slots “B” of the oven door, as shown in
fig. 8C.

5) Using both hands, push the oven door
lightly
inwards, toenable the door hinges “C” to

come away from the slots “D” (see fig. 8D) and
pull the door towards you until it is released from
the oven. After cleaning it, reposition it correctly
following the abovesteps in the reverse order
and flipping hooks “A” inwardsbefore you shut
the oven door (fig. 8E).

CAUTION:

Do not use rough or abrasive materials or
sharp metal scrapers to clean the glass doors
of the oven since they may scratch the surface
and cause the glass to break.

Oven light

The oven bulb is a special kind which is re-
sistant to high temperatures. Replace it as
follows: disconnect the oven from the power
supply by removing the plug or switching off
the power supply at the mains; remove the pro-
tective glass (A) and replace the burnt-out bulb
with one of the same type. Replace the protec-
tive glass.

Important: if the oven is no longer to be used, it should be made inoperable by cutting
the power supply cable, after unplugging it from the power supply. Disused appliances can
be a safety risk as children often play with them. For this reason it is advisable to make the

oven safe.
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
